This is how people booked tee times 
back in the late 80’s and early 90’s. 
“Members came in at 5am and placed 
their balls on the tee box one behind 
the other and waited for their turn to 
tee off” says Gaiban Babu...

Babu has been in BGC for over 34 
years. “I used to caddy earlier on and 
was studying for my degree alongside. 
We used to get 1 rupee 50 paise as 
caddy fees. I used to earn Rs. 100/- 
month which went a long way in 
supporting my large family”

The then Captain pulled up a reluctant 
Babu from being a caddy to a 
Handicapping clerk. He was offered 
a salary of Rs. 750. He says “This 
decision that I took has changed the 
course of my life”

BGC which he calls his “Home” has 
helped him when he was studying... 
later helped to get his children 
educated. He has 2 children. His Son 
is a software engineer and a daughter 
who has a degree in Business 
Management.

He shows his Gratitude by being 
Extremely loyal to the club. He was 
offered a more lucrative job, he did not 
take it as he says “This is my home”.

He has donned many hats during his 
tenure of 34 years. Handicap clerk, 
worked in the accounts department, 
Rooms section etc... He’s most 
proud about his association with the 
inception of junior golf in BGC. “I have 
seen many of the children who joined 
our junior golf programme become 
professional golfers”.

He recalls that he was part of the first 
BGL under the captaincy of Sreenivas 
Murthy “Very few people are aware of 
the challenges and difficulties faced to 
conduct the First BGL... Eventually it 
was a resounding Success”.

He narrated how tee times would be

booked on Sundays “20 people, one 
person representing their group would 
reach BGC around 5am.. I would reach 
at 5:30. I would give them coins with 
Nos 1 to 20 on them... Who ever picks 
No.1 would get to pick their tee time 
and then the others would follow”.

All scoring and giving handicaps were 
done manually those days. Babu got 
so good at it that even now some clubs 
outside of Bangalore call him to do the 
scoring.

Babu retired some time back. He 
missed BGC so much that he has been 
brought in as a Marshall. He intends to 
train other young caddies as Marshalls.

Babu has been the go to guy for 
just “putting” things in order where 
tournaments and scoring is concerned. 
He’s one of the reasons for tournaments 
running seamlessly and smoothly as a 
well groomed fairway.

We the members of BGC are thankful to 
Babu. People like him working behind 
the scenes has gone a long way for us 
to feel at “Home” in BGC.
