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Dear Members,
Republic Day greetings!

We began the year with an exciting 
victory in the Inter-Club Tournament 
conducted by Golf Karnataka at the 
picturesque Mercara Downs Golf Club in 
Coorg. Congratulations to the team that 
represented BGC!

The MC has been dedicating countless 
hours to preparing and finalizing the 
resolutions for the upcoming, highly 
significant Special General Body 
Meeting. The two key areas for the 
General Body’s consideration and 
approval are:

1.	 A master plan for developmental 
works to guide efforts in making BGC 
one of the premier golf clubs in the 
city.

2.	 Updates and clarifications to 
the existing rules for greater 
transparency and compliance.

The increase in general entrance fees 
last year, from Rs. 1 lakh to Rs. 5 lakhs, 
has sparked controversy, resulting in 
legal disputes and governmental action 
through the Registrar of Societies. 
After thorough discussions, the legal 
subcommittee, in consultation with the 
club’s legal counsel, has recommended 
the clarifications proposed by the MC for 
approval by the General Body.

Last year, a letter was issued stating that 
applicants who did not pay the revised 
entrance fees would be removed 
from the waitlist. This decision caused 
resentment among the applicants 
and their proposers. The MC has now 
withdrawn this letter and proposes 
to retain all applicants on the waitlist, 
with an option to switch between the 
earlier and revised entrance fees. We 
propose two separate queues for this 
purpose. This approach aims to resolve 
all pending litigations against the club 
on this matter.
